Information regarding  
the procedures for decision making and application will be available at the school office. 
 
All programs should be available to every student who has fulfilled the necessary prerequisites.   
All students will have equal access to educational opportunities and resources provided in the  
Holliston Public Schools.  When a program cannot accommodate all applicants, a lottery will be used. 
 
The School Committee will periodically review capacity and class size relative to the educational goals 
and philosophy of the district.
